Recognizing the importance of teaching, research and technological cooperation between the
universities and research centers. The University of Damghan and the Kursk State Technical
University have agreed follows:

1- To explore the exchange of academic members, researchers and experts for conducting research, teaching or
exchange of ideas.

2-To provide opportunities for professors and researchers to participate in conferences, symposia and international

meetings of both universities. :

3-To provide necessary facilities to exchange professors to spend their sabbatical leaves in each other's universities.

4-To exchange students in a study abroad context in the areas of mutual interest but consistent with regulations of
both countries.

5-To where appropriate, exchange information, books, academic publications, scientific and research documents,
students' thesis, microfilm and computer software in the educational, research and technological areas.

6- To offer agreed KSTU program courses at Undergraduate and Masters and PhD levels through the University
of Damghan, both on-campus and by Distance Education. The students will receive internationally recognized
awards from KSTU upon completion of their program.

7- To facilitate the visit of academic members, researchers and students of both universities.

8-To look at the financing of any of the abovementioned activities, these shall be subject to mutual agreements.

9- Within the framework of this Memorandum of Cooperation, both parties establish an implementation party to

effect parts or all of the activities listed in the Agreement.

10-The parties have agreed to initiate a joint annually issue of journals and other publications

11-This present agreement shall remain valid for 5 years and may be renewed or terminated with a six-month

written notice of either party. For the delivery of KSTU programs a separate agreement will be developed

between the both parties.

12-The parties to the Agreement have agreed to hold a joint sporting event. The host country shall the bearcost of

accommodation and all meals and the guest country shall bear all travel costs.

13-This M.O.U. is executed in two identical copies and shall come into force upon the signature of both parties.

14-The Laws of the Islamic Republic of Iran and the Federation of Russia to be abided by.

15-Each KSTU program at S3esman University to be separately agreed on S belicxasmiti

Agreement of cooperation
Between
Damghan University of Basic Sciences
and
Kursk State Technical University

Following the Sep. 2004 Memorandum of Cooperation between Damghan University
of Basic sciences (DUBS) and Kursk State Technical University (KSTU) for the
purpose of teaching and research cooperation, the Russian delegation visited DUBS
on 11-12th of Dec. 2004, and based on discussions with the Board of Directors of
DUBS, The Plan of Action for joint programs was made as follows:

1- DUBS will send one student to KSTU as of January 2005 based on scholarship
to study Russian language to be provided to enter into Computer Sciences
program at Ph.D. level. KSTU will provide facilities for accommodation as well
as classes to learn Russian language. Tuition and fees for Ph. D. program will be
provided by DUBS based on $2500 per year.

2- KSTU will send two visiting professors in Pure and Applied Mathematics as
well as physics and chemistry to offer Courses at Ph.D. level in English language
to be held at DUBS as of Sep. 2005. Salary for the visiting professors will be paid
$1000 per month by the host university. Each professor has to offer two courses
weekly, supervise students and conduct research which will lead to a research

paper to be published in referee journals. Certificates and degrees for students will
be issued by DUBS.

3- DUBS will send senior students to KSTU to study and take courses in
undergraduate program in computer science and IT. The tuition and fees will be
paid by the students. Degree diploma will be issued by DUBS or KSTU. Syllabus
and the list of courses will be agreed later in the process of student exchange. If
required, professors from KSTU will be sent to DUBS to teach the courses in
English. Salary for the visiting professors will be paid $1000 per month by the
host university. :

4- KSTU and DUBS professors will provide research papers in English language
in basic sciences to be published in joint publication. Papers will be selected under
common editorial directors from both universities.

5- KSTU and DUBS will have exchange of professors to present workshops in
English language in the fields of basic sciences. One workshop will be held each
year. The length of workshop is one week. Topics will be organized by the
previous schedule. Traveling cost will be provided by the professors.
Accommodations will be provided by the host university. Professors who provide
lectures will be paid for the duration of workshop by the host university.

6- This present agreement shall remain valid for 5 years and may be renewed or
terminated with a six-month written notice of either party.

7- This agreement of cooperation is executed in two identical copies and shall
come into force upon the signature of both parties.
